Jesus' presentation at the Temple represents 
his unity with his people and his place as the 
First Born of the Father. As a circumcised Jew, 
Jesus was a true son of Abraham. He followed 
the Law, worshiped God in the Temple, and  
extended himself to his fellow countrymen. 

Jesus was also the unique first born of his    
Father, the "light to the nations" and "the glory 
of Israel." But his status would come at a price. 
He would be opposed by the leadership and 
would suffer death, symbolized by the dagger in 
Mary's heart. Yet, the public nature of his death 
would be the sign of universal salvation, "in 
sight of all nations." 

Have you ever experienced God in church, but 
in way unexpected? Has God ever caught you 
by surprise, yet in a way that gave new      
insight? Have children ever caused you to 
wonder? What happened? 

In the place of God's dwelling, a child is       
presented and given a mission. In the              
experience of a child, God gave the world Good 
News. In the sight of a family, the world saw 
the presence of God with his people. Yes, the 
Spirit of the season lingers on. And it grows 
stronger as long as we hold the Christ Child 
close to us.

Second Week of Christmas 
 
This Sunday is the wonderful Feast of the Holy 
Family, and there is a wonderful variety of     
readings from which to choose. Luke's Gospel is 
the story of the teen aged Jesus teaching in the 
temple while his parents searched for him. Jesus 
goes back home with his family. “He went down 
with them and came to Nazareth, and was obedient 
to them; and his mother kept all these things in her 
heart. And Jesus advanced in wisdom and age and 
favor before God and man.” 
 
This week we celebrate The Feast of the Holy 
Innocents on Monday. 
 
New Year's Day, is the Solemnity of the Blessed 
Virgin Mary, the Mother of God. In addition, 
it is a celebration of World Day of Prayer for 
Peace. It marks the mid-point in the Christmas 
Season.  
 
The week continues with a Memorial of Saint 
Basil the Great and Saint Gregory Nazianzen. 
 
The first reading until the Epiphany continues from 
the First Letter of John, encouraging us to 
make our home in the one who makes his home in 
us.

The Gospels for this week we read Simeon's   
prophesy and Anna's witness to the child, Jesus. 
 
The Baptism of the Lord is another epiphany.

Daily Prayer This Week 
 
This second week of the Christmas Season can be 
a great help for our daily connections with our 
Lord. We begin the week with the celebration of 
The Holy Family. In these days we can ask for the 
graces each of our families need and turn to Mary, 
Joseph and Jesus for inspiration and help. 

The slaughter of the innocents reminds us of the 
fact that the innocent are so often the victims of 
political intrigue. We are reminded that the Holy 
Family becomes a family of refugees, fleeing a   
tyrant. 

We have the full and wonderful Solemnity in honor 
of Mary, in her role as “Mother of God.” We can ask 
her to be our guide all week as we desire to grow 
closer to her Son. We can read the Holy Father's 
words for the World Day of Prayer for Peace and 
chew them from time to time this week. 

As we go through our daily and often very busy 
lives, in this time after Christmas, we can continue 
a sense of this brief season by continuing to ask 
that our Lord come to us in the ways we still need 
light and healing and peace. For some of us, this 
will be an easy prayer this week. Waiting faithfully 
can continue throughout the Christmas Season. 

A special grace to ask for this week would be the gift of celebrating our Lord's presence with us. We can ask 
for it every morning, as we get going and we can enter into brief conversations with our Lord, in the         
background, as we encounter some of the places in our life in which we can see more hope, more of an     
opportunity for peace. This week, we might hold up each member of our family, close friends and neighbors, 
and those we might work with, seeing and celebrating how our Lord is manifest in them. For some of us, there 
may be real epiphany moments, when we see what we haven't been seeing, feel what we haven't been feeling 
or experience a call we haven't felt before. Being watchful for and open to these special post-Christmas      
moments of grace is very important. 

The Baptism of the Lord ends this Christmas Season and reminds us of the rest of our lives. As Jesus fully    
enters our world, by becoming one with us in the waters of baptism, we can ask for a renewed sense of our
