In today’s Responsorial Psalm (Ps 72), the Psalmist pictures the Messiah
as one who will show compassion to the poor, the lowly, and the afflicted.

In the second reading, Paul is praying for the reformation of the Jewish
Christians of Rome and instructing them to draw endurance and encourage-
ment from the Old Testament books. They are to live in harmony with Gentile
Christians, accepting them as equal, brothers and sisters, while they wait to-
gether for the second coming of Jesus.

In today’s Gospel, John the Baptizer urges the Pharisees and Sadducees to
give evidence that they mean to reform their lives so as to recognize and be
ready to meet and accept the promised Messiah. He challenges them to re-
pentance, conversion, and renewal.

Life messages:

1) We need to prepare for Christ’s coming
in our lives: Advent is the time for us to make this preparation by repenting

of our sins and renewing our lives through prayer, penance, and the sharing

of our blessings with others.

2) We need to answer the call for a change of life. John the Baptist challenges
our superficial attempts at change, demanding that, while obeying the com-
mandments faithfully, we must correct our relationships with others.
