Today’s Reflection

In the Gospel, the apostles were     

hiding in fear behind locked doors. 

They were paralyzed by the events of 

the Passion and unsure of their future. 

But when the Holy Spirit arrived like a 

rushing wind and tongues of fire,    

everything changed. They were         

instantly transformed from fearful     

followers into courageous missionaries.  

 

The Spirit shattered their inner chains. This same transforming power is 

available to us today. The Holy Spirit is constantly working to break through 
the locked doors of our own hearts—our anxieties, our doubts, and our    
hesitations.  

 

Often, we view the miracle of Pentecost as simply the apostles speaking in 

different languages. But the true miracle is the understanding.  

 

Before Pentecost, people were fragmented, divided by culture, language, and 
prejudice. The Holy Spirit bridges these divisions. By allowing the Spirit to 
guide our words and actions, we are empowered to communicate God's love, 
mercy, and forgiveness in ways that others can truly hear and feel. The Spirit 
replaces the "language" of judgment and division with the universal language 
of love.  

 

We are invited to reflect on a few key questions:  

 -Where in my life do I need the courage of the Holy Spirit?  

 -In what ways can I be an instrument of understanding and healing in  

  my family or community?  

 

As you go about your week, remember to wear red—the color of the Holy 

Spirit's fire—and let that vibrant reminder inspire you to use the gifts you 

have been given to praise God and serve those around you.

In addition, this office organizes the annual audits required by The Charter and, with the offices of Human Resources, and Clergy,     
oversees background screening of adults whose duties include contact with minors, and the internal investigation process relating to child
